Student Safety

With the inclusion of a second bus zone on Cater Road, buses no longer queue along the Mclver
Road entrance to the school. This has provided opportunity to establish six (6) extra parent pick
up and drop off points. Parents are invited to use this external area as a pick-up point as an
addition to the drop off pick/up point within the college. Students crossing Mclver Road and
heading towards town are required to walk down the footpath toward the chapel and cross at
the yellow line which is the designated crossing point. Students are not permitted to cross the
road directly opposite the Mclver Road gate, as it presents a safety issue. For this reason, staff
are rostered on at this access point to ensure the safety of students departing.

Today we are called to be watchful for others who may be struggling with the temptation to give in. You might
not be able to change their circumstances, but you can be sensitive to their needs. Keep that in mind this week
as you practise Micah 6:8 (NIV) which inspires us to “act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with
(your) God”.

At the beginning of 2016, the members of the new Executive Committee in conjunction with the College Principal
Mrs Pinese, took the liberty of changing the format of the P and F meetings. In acknowledging the busy lives of
the Executive members, the consistently low numbers in attendance at P and F meetings and the belief that P
and F business could still be achieved with less face to face meetings, we scheduled a meeting each term and
agreed to attend to any other business as required via email or the telephone.

Su%r SAFETY ALERT 17 February 2017

Public safety incident - Jack Taylor Weir

A serious incident occurred this week involving a group of children illegally swimming in front of the release
gates downstream of Jack Taylor Weir, near St George.

It was reported to SunWater that two young adults went to the rescue of a child who became caught in the
backwash water of the dissipater. Although successfully rescuing the child from the water, the two young
adults were unable to escape the backwash, resulting in both persons being pinned under the water and
becoming unconscious.

The two persons were revived on the scene and transported by ambulance to hospital. SunWater staff assisted
police to temporarily stop the water release to enable emergency services to determine if anyone else was
trapped in the dissipater.

This frightening incident is a sobering reminder of the dangerous and unpredictable nature of weirs and dams.
SunWater installs signage and fencing to warn people of the dangers of trespassing, however the community
must remain vigilant and aware of the serious risks in and around waterways.

We encourage people to enjoy our facilities by keeping a safe distance of at least 200m from dam and weir
walls, always read the signs and look out for submerged hazards and risks.

Anyone who witnesses life-threatening behaviour at SunWater weirs, dams or channels is urged to report it to
the local Police by calling 000. For all non-urgent reporting, call Police link 13 14 44.

Depending on where they live and what practitioners are offering in their area (new sessions are added all the
time), parents and carers can attend free individual or group parenting support sessions in-person or sign up for
Triple P online. Families also have the option of a self-help workbook if Internet access is a problem.

Triple P is an evidence-based parenting program developed by Professor Matt Sanders at The University of
Queensland more than 30 years ago. Professor Sanders is also Director of UQ’s Parenting and Family Support
Centre and continues to lead Triple P’s extensive and ongoing global research program.
