Dear Parents and Friends of St Stephen’s

“She stood in the storm and when the wind did not blow her way, she adjusted her sails.” 
(Elizabeth Edwards)

While teaching and learning is our core business, there is also a strong focus on student well-
being. To enable our students to be the best they can be, it is important that development of 
the whole person occurs. This translates to ensuring that students possess qualiƟ es such as 
resilience, commitment, respect, confi dence and empathy.

As term one concludes, perhaps the quality which has been most tested in the past two weeks has been 
resilience. Not all students have been able to bounce back from a disappoinƟ ng result in an assignment or test, 
with a resoluƟ on to learn from their mistakes and do beƩ er next Ɵ me. It is beƩ er to have tried and failed, than 
not to have tried at all for fear of failure. SomeƟ mes it is necessary for students to make changes to their habits 
in order to experience greater success, both in academic and non-academic pursuits. 

The anƟ -bullying programme which was held on 16 March, was designed to foster posiƟ ve relaƟ onships among 
students, and to build resilience when others say unkind words or engage in inappropriate behaviour on social 
media. I commend the eff orts of our Pastoral Leaders in bringing the issue of bullying out in the open with a 
strong message that it is not tolerated. By providing students with Ɵ ps on what to do if they are bullied, it is 
hoped that they are more willing to report this unacceptable behaviour.

Over the past few weeks, many of our students have been selected in sporƟ ng teams at a district or regional 
level. Part of the process of selecƟ on requires a commitment to having the paperwork completed and aƩ ending 
training. There have been too many occasions when the managers of these teams have contacted the college 
for permission, as some students have not followed the required procedures. SelecƟ on in these teams is a 
privilege, where a commitment to aƩ end training is paramount. Not only is the credibility of the college in 
quesƟ on, if students do not present for training, but students who are not prepared to commit are seƫ  ng 
themselves up for disappointment later in life, when this quality is very important in both one’s professional and 
personal life. CongratulaƟ ons to the two current students (Nadia Falvo and Tyler Ius) and one former student 
(Callum McCarthy) who proudly carried the Queen’s Baton as a prelude to the Commonwealth Games. They 
demonstrated pride, confi dence and commitment. When one enrols at St Stephen’s, there is a commitment to 
abide by our policies, procedures, expectaƟ ons and culture. The pracƟ ce of this college is to fi nish for the term 
on Thursday 29 March, at 3.00 pm. I ask that parents respect this expectaƟ on by ensuring that students do not 
leave school before this date or Ɵ me.

Last Friday, I had the rewarding experience of listening to some of the year twelve students’ soliloquies on 
their Shakespearean play, Hamlet. Confi dence, creaƟ vity and eloquent speeches abounded, as they delivered 
their presentaƟ ons. They have demonstrated resilience over the past few weeks to meet assessment deadlines 
and to sƟ ll have the internal forƟ tude to give of their best in a dramaƟ c performance. This quality was further 
demonstrated by David Bin at the Lions Youth of the Year judging in Townsville, where he was declared the 
overall winner.

It is not oŌ en appreciated that teachers also have families, experience medical challenges or are enƟ tled to 
long service leave to rejuvenate. In term two, there will be some minor changes to Ɵ metables to cater for these 
situaƟ ons.  We welcome back Mrs Leah Heath who will be covering some classes for the remainder of the 
year. As always, your child’s well-being is at the foremost of all that we do. Therefore, much thought has been 
devoted to ensuring that the transiƟ on is as smooth as possible.

In our secular society, Easter is associated with the giving of Easter eggs and an opportunity to go camping with 
one’s family. As part of our Catholic idenƟ ty, we are holding a special Easter liturgy on Thursday 29 March to 
mark the signifi cance of Easter for those of the ChrisƟ an faith.

As we approach the end of term one, it is instrucƟ ve to refl ect on the success of the one to one 
roll-out for students of years seven and ten. The programme has met with conƟ nued success, 
with very few issues (single digit percent). I am parƟ cularly graƟ fi ed that students conƟ nue to 
look aŌ er the device and accessories, helping to contribute to a posiƟ ve iniƟ aƟ ve.

I would ask parents to remind their students that devices are to be charged overnight so that 
they can have a full day of usage in school; geƫ  ng into good habits early is the key to success. 
I also ask that if students have a problem with the device, they are to report to the library and submit a Ɵ cket 
so that the problem can be recƟ fi ed. We have a small reƟ nue of spare devices that are used as loans should 
any problems occur, which means that students spend no more than fi ve minutes without a computer and can 
conƟ nue to get on with their learning.
