Dear Parents and Friends of St Stephen’s

“Culture is what people do when no one is looking.” 
(Herb Kelleher, Chairman Southwest Airlines)

Welcome to term two! The culture of a school plays a signifi cant role in driving performance, 
which in turn, drives results.  This culture permeates every aspect of school life, from the 
academic pursuits to the sporƟ ng triumphs, to the way students show respect to themselves 
and others and understand and appreciate what it means to be a student of St Stephen’s.

At the commencement of term two, the running of the Inter-House Cross Country race demonstrated the posiƟ ve 
culture of St Stephen’s where students are expected to do their personal best. CongratulaƟ ons to all students 
who parƟ cipated, either as walkers earning parƟ cipaƟ on points for their pastoral house, or as compeƟ Ɵ ve 
runners.  This culture was also refl ected in the interim reports which I reviewed and which you should have 
received over the holiday break. While there are some students who struggled to devote the required eff ort 
to their studies, the majority of comments refl ected a strong work ethic and corresponding posiƟ ve behaviour. 

An integral part of the St Stephen’s culture is the embracing of the Gospel values where students treat each 
other with respect, acknowledging that we are all children of God whose diff erences should be celebrated. 
Unfortunately, there is a small group of students who do not appreciate this senƟ ment and whose behaviour 
aff ects the lives of others in a detrimental way. I am referring to bullying, whether it is a face to face confrontaƟ on 
or through the abuse of social media. The college has a zero tolerance on this type of behaviour and takes steps 
to address the maƩ er when it is reported. I urge all students not to condone bullying by standing by and allowing 
it to happen to their peers. It takes courage to speak up, but this is the type of culture that we are striving to 
develop. Parents can also assist by monitoring their child’s usage of social media at home, so that issues are not 
carried over to the school, thus aff ecƟ ng students’ learning.

Service to others is another aspect of the St Stephen’s culture that the college is striving to foster. I congratulate 
all home forms for their generosity in donaƟ ng funds to Caritas, the social jusƟ ce arm of the Catholic Church. 
This service is not restricted to fund raising—it also means giving one’s Ɵ me for a worthy cause or to honour 
those who have come before us. Not only do our College Leaders deserve to be commended for their aƩ endance 
at Anzac Day commemoraƟ on services, but also those students who marched at Dimbulah, Mareeba, Atherton 
and other Tableland towns as representaƟ ves of St Stephen’s are to be acknowledged. I also thank the Anzac 
Day CommiƩ ee at St Stephen’s for the reverent and moving service which was held at our college on 23 April.

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 FROM THE DEPUTY PRINCIPAL

Welcome back to term two.  I hope that all families had a happy and safe Easter and were able 
to spend Ɵ me with family over this special period. For students, this term is eleven weeks in 
duraƟ on and involves block exams for our seniors, commencing in week nine.  It is important 
that students start the term well and refl ect on their results from term one.  Equally, it is 
important for students to set their goals early for term two and ask for feedback from their 
teachers so that strategies and processes can be implemented early to improve achievement 
levels.

Asking for targeted and specifi c feedback is important for the learning process to conƟ nue for 
students.  Teachers are best placed to answer quesƟ ons for students and idenƟ fy areas that require improvement; 
however it is also the responsibility of the student to ask teachers what can be done beƩ er in the future, in 
order to achieve well in a parƟ cular subject or area of need.  One signifi cant part of feedback is the compleƟ on 
of draŌ s when working on assessment.  A new draŌ ing process has been established starƟ ng this term, where 
draŌ s will be made mandatory for all subjects across year seven to twelve. Teachers will be expecƟ ng to see 
work in progress from students over the assessment Ɵ me, and it is preferable that encouragement comes from 
not only school but also home.  One aspect to remember is that draŌ ing can come in a variety of ways and this 
is parƟ cularly true for subjects that are more pracƟ cal in nature.  If students are unsure of the expectaƟ ons of a 
draŌ , they must convey this to their subject teacher so as to meet all requirements of the task.

The main message however is that we need to see work in progress from students, and that it will be diffi  cult 
for students to know where they are situated in the learning process if work is not submiƩ ed for feedback.  By 
building a strong home-school partnership, the end result will be posiƟ ve outcomes for students.
